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The flooring onto which the ramp profiles are to be affixed Ramps are supplied pre-drilled 50mm in from each end
must be in good, sound order before commencing and then at 250mm centres. Use the drill holes to mark the
installation. positions to be drilled in the subfloor.
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Remove the profile and drill pilot holes if fixing to timber Reposition the cover plate profile over the pre-drilled holes
and holes to accommodate a plastic plug if fixing to solid and firmly secure with size 8 screws.

Install the floor covering over the tail plate of the ramp.

Profiles are supplied with a protective tape applied to the surface. We recommend that this tape is left in place until the project is
complete.
